I knew we were close. A secret dream had been to maybe step an illicit 

toe onto the roof of the world. And here we were barging right in! We spent 

three days in the high meadows below the soaring wall of 7400m.Ganesh 1. 

We all felt a little giddy and looked over our shoulders at the ridge-tops 

for the Chinese army. But we had it all to ourselves. Nepali trekking 

agencies would never dare to come here and raise the ire of the Chinese. 

Ah, the advantages of a very curious western leader who can't resist the 

untrodden path. 

 

In the last six years I've focused on remote journeys to the parts of 

Nepal that Nima and I had yet to explore. This led to two trips around 

Manaslu, to both sides of Kangchenjunga, two trips to Naar Phu, one on 

an Annapurna circuit and another much better visit having come around 

Manaslu first. To Makalu with a jungle hill and dale exit to Lukla in  

the lower Khumbu. Looking to expand my already beautiful rhodo trek, we 

traversed all the shoulders of the Annapurna Range. Not many rhodos but 

basket-loads of Gurung hospitality. Then a short sweet rhodo trek with a 

detour into the Annapurna Sanctuary. And finally last fall's trip through  

the Langtang and Chillime valleys and...shhh..Tibet! I am forever grateful 

to those who have, by coming with me, made these wonderful trips possible. 

 

And now I am returning to my old friend, the Khumbu. Nima and I have done 

so many trips there, exploring all its back trails, seeking routes that 

minimize the crunch of the crowds. There is no doubt (I've checked!), that

Mixed with Sherpa mirth a trip here is full of very special magic. 

 

I have two Khumbu trips this year. One walks in from Shivalaya through 

villages and forested hills and Buddhist temples before climbing up to 

the high Khumbu to cross three high passes. Possibly the world's finest 

high altitude traverse. 

The second is the Himalayan classic Everest Base Camp trek. Two weeks of 

monks horns and yak bells and the highest mountains in the world. And only 

three weeks from YVR to YVR. 

The third trek is another "short trek" into Rhododendron Land with the  

special side trip up into the Annapurna Sanctuary. The beauty of rhodo 

forests in full bloom is hard to grasp. The grandeur of the Sanctuary's 

snow peaks is equally hard to absorb. Together....what a wonderful problem!
